Dear Friends and Prayer Partners,

Thank you for your many prayers, words of encouragement, and
offerings to help us with the Lord's work during this critical
moment in Haiti's history. We feel the Lord has given us a
spiritual perspective about the recent disaster that we would
like to share with you.

On January 12, the morning of the earthquake, we had a
prayer meeting in our office with all our One Hope
Coordinators. Dan shared a devotion from Col. 4:2-6
emphasizing the importance of us remaining watchful, thankful,
and praying for open doors to have the opportunity to clearly
present the gospel to others. Then, we prayed one for
another, for Haiti, went to lunch together, and began returning
to our homes little knowing a 7.3 magnitude earthquake would
soon turn all our worlds upside down. Along with causing one of
the word's all time most devastating humanitarian disasters, we
have also seen an incredible answer to our prayer to see God
open the doors of opportunity we had prayed for that morning.
Along with the stench of death, the pain of traumatic injuries,
lost loved ones and fear of returning earthquakes, this sudden
destruction has produced a humble, broken, and often times
repentant heart among many Haitians that we pray God will
utilize to rebuild a Haitian society that will fear and serve the
Lord. One of our Haitian pastor friends said, “This is the
greatest open door the Church of Haiti will ever have to share
the love of Jesus with lost pegple.”

Advance Heart Preparation

In December of last year, just before we returned to Haiti from
the States, the Lord woke Liz up in the middle of the night and
directed her to read 2 Chronicles 6 & 7. After the Lord had
accepted Solomon’s sacrifice and temple dedication, He appeared
to Solomon and said, "When I shut up the heavens so that there is
no rain, or command locusts to devour the land or send a plague
among my people, if my people, who are called by my name, will
humble themselves and pray and seek my face and turn from their
wicked ways, then will I hear from heaven and will forgive their sin
and will heal their land.” (2Chron. 7:13, 14) As Liz meditated on
this scripture, she began to weep as she considered the natural and
spiritual famine that is occurring around the world. She especially
began to weep for the US's decision to begin honoring same sex
marriage. She repented for our nation and then turned to Haiti to
begin repenting for the extreme corruption that exists here from
the highest leader to the poorest peasant. Upon returning to Haiti,
Liz quickly shared this portion of scripture with her Spanish Lady’s
Bible Study group and they too began to repent of their own
personal sins, the sins of the various nations they represented, and
of course Haiti as well. During our 6 week vacation, the Lord
ministered to us in a way that helped us and others begin to

Confirmation Signs from the Lord

Although both Christians and non Christians were killed and
wounded in this earthquake and although many churches, public,
and private buildings and houses were destroyed, it seems the
Lord allowed the crosses of most destroyed church buildings to
remain standing. Also, He sent a very powerful message to
Pastor Bobby Boyer of the Quisqueya Chapel International
English Church. Upon entering the church library the day after
the earthquake, Pastor Bobby was amazed that none of the many
books in the Church library had fallen on the floor. None that is,
except one copy of the Holy Bible which had fallen out of the
bookshelf onto the floor opened face down to Jeremiah 19:3,4
which says: “Hear the word of the LORD, O kings of Judah and
people of Jerusalem. This is what the LORD Almighty, the God
of Israel, says: Listen! I am going to bring a disaster on this
place that will make the ears of everyone who hears of it tingle.
For they have forsaken me and made this a place of foreign
gods; they have burned sacrifices in it to gods that neither they
nor their fathers nor the kings of Judah ever knew, and they
have filled this place with the blood of the innocent.” After
more than 200 years of Voodoo sacrifices, widespread
corruption throughout society, and continued disintegration of
human rights, the Lord has sent a wake up call to the people of
Haiti. Eye witness reports from friends of ours reported that
throughout Haiti, in the time immediately after the earthquake,
people could be heard shouting prayers of repentance amidst the
sudden disaster.

Liz has been working with Promess to help keep medical clinics
well stocked. This involves picking up orders from the UN,
sorting the meds, and delivering to each sight. (top left to right)

What does all this Mean?

This wake up call is not only for Haiti. In Mark 13:8 Jesus said,
“Nation will rise against nation, and kingdom against kingdom.
There will be earthquakes in various places, and famines. These are
the beginning of birth pains.” Further Jesus warned, “"Therefore
keep watch because you do not know when the owner of the house
will come back-whether in the evening, or at midnight, or when the
rooster crows, or at dawn. I'f he comes suddenly, do not let him
find you sleeping. What I say to you, I say to everyone: "Watch!™
God is continually working to restore people and nations to right
relationship with him. In his infinite, sovereign wisdom, he has
chosen to allow bad things to happen both to believers and
unbelievers, to individuals and nations. Either way, the truth is the
same. We will all one day take our last breath in our mortal body
and have to face our creator face to face. Whether we die alone
or with more than 200,000 people at the same moment, the clock
is running, the birth pains of God's plan to judge the living and the
dead is growing closer day by day. The bottom line is this, “The
Father loves the Son and has placed everything in his hands.
Whoever believes in the Son has eternal life, but whoever rejects
the Son will not see life, for God's wrath remains on him.” The
word “believes” in this passage doesn't mean to “acknowledge
something as true” rather it means “to put one’s total trust in
another person.”

The Blessing of Restoration

Jeremiah not only brought words of judgment to Old Testament
Israel, he also brought words of promise, restoration, and blessing
after the pronounced judgment. The Lord gave Liz this promise
for the nation of Haiti as we Christians humble ourselves, pray,
seek the face of God and turn from our wicked ways, then Our God
will hear us from heaven and forgive our sin and heal our land.

“I will cleanse them from all the sin they have committed against
me and will forgive all their sins of rebellion against me. Then this
city will bring me renown, joy, praise and honor before all nations
on earth that hear of all the good things I do for it; and they will
be in awe and will tremble at the abundant prosperity and peace I
provide for it.” (Jer. 33:8-9) These same promises from God are
available not only for Haiti, but for the United States and every
other country in the world today as we (who are called by His
name) will put into practice the principles He has given us in 2
Chron. 7:13,14. g
